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Abstract This study is to analyze the AHP of the lifelong education program per each domain of six classifications.
According to this study result, the relative importance of the lifelong education program per each domain is as
following: Literacy education, Vocation and Workforce education, Citizen Participatory education in descending order
of importance. As for the relative importance of the lifelong education program per each subcomponent is Expended
literacy, Fundamental Life Skill, Workforce Continuing Education in descending order of importance. The results of
this study can be used in lifelong educators of education and training and lifelong education, designed, theoretically
realistic lifelong education programs development and management of educational practice field, provides many
implications for the development of lifelong learning as practical implications.
