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The Moderating Effects of School Violence Victimization Experiences
in the Relationships between Airmen's Rejection Sensitivity,
Depression, and Anxiety
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Abstract This study aimed to examine the effects of rejection sensitivity on depression and anxiety, and the
moderating effects of school violence victimization experiences on the relationships between rejection sensitivity and
both anxiety and depression. Based on the results, we suggested a method of screening soldiers at high risk of
depression and anxiety and interventions for their psychological adaptation. The data about anxiety, depression,
rejection sensitivity, and school violence victimization experiences was collected from 126 airmen in S city, South
Korea. To test the moderation effects, multiple regression analyses were conducted in which the rejection sensitivity,
anxiety, school violence victimization experiences and their interaction terms were hierarchically entered. The
moderation of school violence victimization experiences was found in the relationship between rejection sensitivity
and school violence victimization experiences. The specific interaction patterns in each of these significant interaction
effects were examined. Finally, the importance of school violence victimization experiences as a high-risk factor in
army life and the clinical implication of these findings were discussed.
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
