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Abstract This study was conducted to provide basic data to understand the interaction patterns of dual-income
parents' happiness by confirming the effect of work-family reconciliation recognized by dual-income parents on
parental happiness. The subjects of the study were 630 pairs of dual-income parents out of 1462 pairs of parents who
participated in both the main questionnaire and in the mother and father questionnaires in the 8th Panel Study on
Korean Children (2015), and they were analyzed based on the Actor and Partner Interdependence Model (APIM). The
results of this study show that the gain and strain of parents' work-family reconciliation had an actor effect on parents'
happiness, and the gain and strain of father work-family reconciliation had a partner effect on mother's happiness.
This study was meaningful in that it provides basic data on intervention and program development that could increase
the happiness of dual-income parents. In order to increase the happiness of dual-income parents, it is necessary to
provide intervention and education. In the future, we propose a study to confirm changes in influencing factors of
parents' happiness according to time.
