Abstract The purpose of this study is to develop a training program for teachers to improve their entrepreneurial
education competency for teenager entrepreneurship education. In order to achieve this objective, the training program
was developed through a literature review and input from professionals. In addition, to verify field appropriateness
of the entrepreneurship program for teachers, teachers participated in the program and a satisfaction survey was
conducted. Results of this study are as follows. First, this study developed teaching contents and methods for
entrepreneurship education which included 4 hours of online education and 26 hours of off-line education, for a total
of 30 hours. Second, for verifying the applicability to schools and its effects, the satisfaction of training was examined
using 88 teachers that participated in the entrepreneurship education program. Results found the satisfaction level was
rated 4.58 for the curriculum suitability and 4.67 for the effectiveness of class contents, indicating that teachers were
very satisfied with the training program and contents.
