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Abstract This research aims to understand the common psychological features of consumer. And master
the direction of the development of the network novels derivation by analysis the TV plays adapted from
network novels in China's IP industry. To this end, This research determine to analyzed consumer
adoption attitude the Behavior Intention of derivative products. The date were collected from 612
Chinese people, from October 15 to October 22 2018. Statistical analysis were through SPSS 21 after
data coding and data cleanings process. This research performed frequency analysis exploratory factor
analysis, Independent sample t-test, one-way ANOVA, post-analysis Duncan test, correlation analysis
and mass regression analysis. The research results are as follows. Firstly, the characteristics(topicality,
empathy and interest) of network novel TV play positively related role in the adoption
attitudes(cognitive attitude and emotional attitude) of derivatives commodities. At the same time,
identity has a more positively related influence than topicality and interest. Secondly, all the
characteristics of network novels consisting of topicality, identity and interest play positive related roles
in the behavioral intentions of derivative commodities. Thirdly, emotional attitude plays a more
positively related role in purchasing intention and recommendation intention compared with cognitive
attitude. It is hoped that the research results can play a fundamental role in the production and
development of network novels derivatives.
