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Abstract This paper analyzed the research trends of juvenile gambling, which is increasing due to recent
changes in the internet environment. The number of domestic studies on juvenile gambling has
increased, but there are few studies that analyzed both degrees and academic papers in a more
comprehensive manner than addiction to the Internet, games, and drugs related to youth. The current
state of juvenile gambling can lead to secondary crimes, such as illegal loans and thefts for gambling
funds beyond the level of addiction, school violence and money extortion, which have been a major
shock to Korean society. Therefore, it is urgent to prepare social measures because the age of
adolescents who are exposed to gambling is becoming lower. Accordingly, this study analyzed 52
dissertations, 86 academic papers, and three other research reports published in Korea from 2003 to
March 2020. As a result, quantitative research, research subjects, and research topics were concentrated,
and there was a limit to generalization. In addition, these results will provide rich information to future
studies by confirming the academic characteristics according to the times and interdisciplinary research

trends that transcend individual science areas.
