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Abstract The purpose of this study was to investigate the current status of young choreographer support
projects, which provide creative support for young adults in the field of dance, and to investigate the
needs of beneficiaries. Specifically, research on the status of young choreographers' support projects
was conducted by examining support projects in detail and categorizing them according to their
characteristics. In addition, we investigated the needs of young choreographers with focus on the
direction and improvement of support projects from the perspectives of difficulties associated with
creative activities and current project statuses. We classified current support for young choreographers
into four types, that is, into four performance, four educational, and five competitive types, and one
other type. According to the results of the survey, young choreographers now face considerable
economic difficulties in terms of meeting the requirements of creative activities, though they stressed

that projects should address environmental concerns.
