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Abstract The purpose of this study was to understand the effects of social support and teacher
disposition on preservice early childhood teachers' view of the teaching profession. A survey was
conducted using questionnaires targeting a total of 152 students majoring in early childhood education
in the J province. The data were analyzed using frequency analysis, mean, and standard deviation on the
SPSS statistical package program. Also, Cronbach's @ was calculated for verifying the reliability of the
responses. Correlation and multiple regression analyses were used to understand the relationships
between the variables. The results were as follows: First, the preservice early childhood teachers
perceived the support of friends and parents to be most important in terms of social support. Further,
they perceived morality and educational beliefs to be the prime elements of a teacher's disposition. They
also felt that the perception of the teaching profession and personal and professional qualifications were
the factors that affected their view of the teaching profession. Second, the social support, teacher
disposition, and view of the teaching profession of preservice early childhood teachers showed
statistically significant positive correlations. Third, all the sub-factors of social support and teacher
disposition had positive effects on the subfactors of the view of the teaching profession of preservice
early childhood teachers. Based on the results of this study, there should be multilateral research studies
to provide the basic data for establishing the correct view of the teaching profession in preservice early
childhood teachers by getting positive social support and cultivating the proper teacher disposition.
