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Abstract The background and purpose of this study were to diagnose the status of the Korean military
and find ways to solve any issues and improve it by integrating the lessons from the Israel-Hamas early
attack operation into the Korean military's combat readiness. This study was conducted by surveying 108
people, including military experts, military officials, and researchers, over five months. The data were
analyzed using the SPSS 26.0 statistical program for reliability analysis, correlation analysis between the
variables, and analysis of the characteristics and questionnaire responses of the survey subjects using a
descriptive statistical method. The following research results were derived: First, the lack of monitoring
assets and defense capabilities to adequately respond to North Korea's mass shelling was recognized as
the biggest problem. Second, the response was followed by the establishment of an operational concept
in accordance with various battlefield environments and types of surprise attacks. Third, it was an
opinion that monitoring, and strike assets should be established and capable of preemptively responding
to North Korean provocations and striking back. To supplement and develop the scenario for the South
Korean military, it was deemed necessary to establish a countermeasure to North Korea's special warfare
units and re-discuss flexible and balanced military restructuring that can carry out regular and irregular
warfare missions. Based on the research results, the expected effect of deriving the reality of the Korean
military and implementing a development plan was shown. In addition, the analysis showed that it was
necessary to establish a policy that could establish a firm combat readiness through an analysis of the
people's defense security awareness and the direction of the Korean military's tactical preparation and
training simulating the actual battle.
