A Study on the Recognition of Well-dying, Change to Attitude
toward the Old and Meaning of life through Hospice Education
Program of Care Worker Trainees
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Abstract The purpose of this study was to evaluate the recognition of well-dying, change to attitude toward
the old and meaning of life through pre/post hospice education program of care worker trainees. This study
is a quasi-experimental research using one group pretest-posttest design. The subjects of the study were 80
care worker trainees in T city and S city. The data were analyzed by SPSS/WIN 17.0 program. considering
these results, The recognition of well-dying, The attitude toward the old and meaning of life were
significantly different between pre/post program. This study is need systematic and continuousness of hospice
education program for curriculum change to attitude toward the old and improvement of care worker.
