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Abstract This study analyzes the relationship between teachers' efficacy and difficulties on job performance
depended on self-esteem. To achieve this goal, 282 child care teachers who inhabit J city responded to the
questionnaire. The collected data were analyzed by Pearson correlation and multiple regression techniques using
the SPSS statistics program. First, the self-esteem was closely associated with child care teachers' efficacy and
difficulties on job performance. Second, the self-esteem was the strongest predictor for general teaching efficacy
of child care teacher and Infant's protection and guidance also notable variables. This significant result shows
the importance of self-esteem. Therefore, it is desirable to encourage child care teachers to experience and raise
self-esteem.
