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Abstract  This research was conducted to find out the relation between sensory processing ability and
Interpersonal Problem of university students. The subjects were 177 university students whose curricula were
similar. The researchers made the subjects fill out the Adolescent/Adult sensory profile and Korean inventory of
interpersonal problem(KIIP). The analysis of the relevancy between the Adolescent/Adult profile and the
Interpersonal problem showed that 'Low Registration' is related to all aspects of KIIP. 'Sensation Seeking'
showed relation with Domineering/Controlling(r=0.150, p<0.05), self sacrificing(r=0.175, p<0.05), Intrusive
(r=0.218, p<0.01), Interpersonal sensitivity(r=0.196, p<0.01), and Need for social approval(r=0.149, p<0.05).
'Sensation Sensitivity' showed relation with all aspects of KIIP. ‘Sensation avoiding' showed relatively high
relation with Domineering/ Controlling(r=0.403, p<0.01), Vindictive(r=0.420, p<0.01), Interpersonal ambivalence
(r=0.452, p<0.01), and aggression(r=0.417, p<0.01). Through this research, it turned out that 'Sensory Processing
ability' and the Interpersonal Problem are generally related, especially 'Low Registration' and 'Sensation
Sensitivity® are highly related to the Interpersonal Problem.
