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Abstract This study examined the actual condition of the cultural welfare system for the disabled. The survey was
completed by 21 public and private museums at a cultural welfare center in Gangwon-do, Yongwol-gun, specialized
for museums only between 1 June and 31 July 2014. The study scale questions were analyzed by field surveys in
cultural welfare centers and interviewing the museum directors. The results were as follows. First, there were cultural
welfare service effects on the controlling culture, art and leisure activities for the disabled. Second, cultural enjoyment
improved the quality of life and life satisfaction of the disabled. This study provides a database to improve policy
regarding environmental construction, various program developments, visiting performance system development, and

supplement and financial support for the disabled audience as a member of society.
